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· Hang Sou waited for 6 years in Thailand 
· Thousands of refuees, hmong and mien crowd in the same area like him 
· Mang Vang married her husband and went into his clan, but still kept her name
· Hmong live in China, Laos, and Viet Nam
· Mid 60’s major leaders in Hmong clans by USA encouraging village boys to fight the secret war in Laos
· 15,000 – 20,000 fought Vietnamese troops
· Tough guerilla fighter for USA
· The Secret War was to designed to tie down North Vietnamese on the Ho Chi Minh Trail
· Became dependent on air drop supplies where their own crops were left unattended
· Hmong casualties: 10,000s
· Startled absence of males in Hmong
· Widows were given money for their loss of husbands
· Hmong ethnic group = most USA affiliated 
· 3,000 Hmong were airlifted to USA after the government changed from Royal Lao to Patho Lao
· Thailand, 10% of the war population reside to await their unknown future
· Options: repatriate, return to Laos, holding pattern of camp life, or apply for immigration in a third country alien to their life experience
· Opium = ritualistic substance used mostly by old and sick
· Government scattered refugees around USA for them to assimilate as quicky as possible
· When you come from a background of hunting and making your own food, you see the food in boxes and packages as not food
