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Post “Vietnam”
· Economic downsizing
· Impact on vulnerable communities
· US military biggest employer for young men
· Person who graduates with high school opportunity -> army
· Packed for residency: recruiting other people from other countries: men and women of color, and poor whites in America especially in rural area
· Sociological pattern that emerged: along class lines and regional lines
· 1965: America introduced its own troops
· African Americans made up 10% of population: made up 20% of combat forces, 25% of elite and dangerous forces
· Influence of economic and race
· Demobilization of soldiers
· Soldiers coming home, but they are no longer employed: back into civilian life—what are they coming home to?
· Demoblization of economy
· Now you don’t have to be feeding, clothing, or arming 50,000 men, what is next?  
· Reshifting of the resources: major companies (larger military complexes) rely on government contracts -> after, loss of defense contracts meant retraction or contraction -> loss of low-skilled jobs: manufacturing
· Anti-War Movement Effect
· When veterans were coming back, they were often not welcomed by the people protesting
· Larger Context: De-industrialization of America
· Global economy: what was happned in late 70’s and early 80’s?
· Peak of the second SEA refugees
· Feeling impact of global restructure in the US
· The growth in Asia: economic vibrancy in Asia: “Mini-dragons”---Japan, South Korea, Singapore moving to the next level, not relying on their neighbors, more skilled labors
· Locus of Growth: not Europe or America
· America was no longer the “creditor nation” where they lent money
· Now reliant on other countries: more imports, more goods, exporting less
· 1969: Imports accounted for only 5% the GDP
· 1990: Imports accounted for 15% (increase the volume of imports)
· 1969: Manufacturing Exports 15%
· 1990: Manufacturing Exports 59%
· Running on Trade Deficit, they always be on debt!  Especially Japan!  
· Early 70’s: Oil Crisis
· Gas lines: people waited to fill up their tank
· Cost of Oil goes up, the cost of living goes up: trucks (reliant on fuel) transferring food and stuff
· American economy was strangled in the increase of oil price
· Double Digit Inflation
· Cost of goods were expensive
· High Unemployment
· 1982: Unemployment was in double digits: 10% unemployed, unprecendently high
· 1981 – 1982: 5 million skilled workers got displaced,
· 1984 -1985: additional 10 million unemployed, not counting “underemployed”
· Recession of the 80’s
· Greatest recession in America since the Depression
· Profitability
· People not getting as much for their shit like before
· Still have interest in maintain profits
· Casualization of Work j- more and more of part time work, employer has greater incentive to hire 2 people part time than 1 person full time
· No benfits, no security, figher at will advantage!  No worry about the compensation for full time worker!
· Disciplining Labor force: 
· Health Issues
· Viet Nam War: there was great deal of stigma, there wasn’t much to “be cool about” 
· Different War than WWII
· Exposed to Work hard of were coming back to Drugs
· Global trafficking of Drugs
· 60’s, post WWII: Heroin, Cocaine, Opium were big in global market (from SEA, French Colonies making it to the European Market, American Market)
· 50’s, 60’s, 70’s: Drug culture – in Vietnam, it was pretty easy to get, veterans coming back with an addiction
· Refugees inhabiting the same space of stuff like that ^
· Not being settled in Oaklandhills, they are in East Oakland, Richmond, etc—have a system that lined the people up for the same resources: limited offering of affording housing, public health, welfare, social assistant programs 
· People of color, vulnerable communities they are competing for themselves 
· Colonial Authorities know strategy of: Divide and Conquer, so busy fighting each other, they cannot fight for equal share!  Colonialism used this tactic: manipulating these internal politics
· Schools: notion that resources being deflected by the government to newcomers to deal with the new refugees
· Global market
· Moving of its traditional position: US: military, economic,, world power -> they became in debt… what does it mean?
· In the 80’s, very shaky relations between some Asian countries: particularly in Japan
· Love/Hate relationship – in the 80’s
· “Japanese Miracle”: it feeds into this notion something inscrutable (Asian Thing)—asian countries doing pretty well, they don’t know why?
· Feeding into long history
· Notion of “sneaky Asian”—Everyone be buying Toyota, Mitsubishi, Japanese were “dumping,” unfair trading practices, immoral not doing it “capitalistically”
· “yellow peril”—they are getting rich, and now they are buying America
· Sale of the Rockefeller: not a building, but Americanism (being compromised
· Internment of Japanese, Toshiba radios being burned, Vincent Chin: a couple of laid off automobile workers committed hate crime: fear -> hate
· Feminization of Work
· Strategic recruitment in the workforce (casual workforce): less prone to strike, less likely to organize
· A lot of part time work: cleaning crew in hotels,
