· Economic hardship
· Farmers cannot tend to their farms, no access to farms
· People who are not physicaly dislocated—when bombs get dropped, you are being sheltered away from it to survive: underground
· War has a way of disrupting your life—normal regiment of going to work, bringing harvest, marriage ceremonies: those things are no longer possible when you are living in a war zone
· “internal refugees”
· Loss of self sufficiency 
· Reliance on external food aid
· Red Cross hopefully provide medical care for your family, kid
· People can no longer decide for themselves
· You are begging on the street, a few months ago you were doing your own thang!
· Waiting for food, selling off your kids, dispersing your family into wage labor to keep food and shelter
· Loss of self-esteem
· Loss of social support
· Village = more than people living together, a sense of web of solidarity, support that is easily replicated elsewhere
· These circles of familiarity is different in America—where it is reduced to a “nulcear” family—connections are lost
· Relations are bound by mutual obligation—it is not a contract, it is 
· When one person asks another for $5, it is not about the monetary value, it is about the support, the trust, it is never about the exchange
· Social + cultural dislocation
· Women rights are protected—inheritance do not go to the first born son, it all depends on the parents’ wishes
· Communal Censorship—social mechanism in censoring—never about the individual, it is the larger collective, family deciding on marriage and stuff
· Erosion of Social Values
· American individualism conflict with the collectivism of Southeast Asian values
· Dating in the latter generation

· De-stablization of critical institutions
· Family, religion, cultural = key institutions: the family institution begins to fragment
· War = beginning of weakening of criticla instituions for Southeast Asians; division in the country of Viet Nam, the war: ideological polarization; in Cambodia, you have the genocide, self-inflicted Khmai vs. Khami, Viet Nam vs. Viet Nam—different kind of trauma
· Fragmentation of the Family
· Langage not only decoding, but socialization; worldview about what this society is about
· Code for behavior, for identity, consciousness, defines who you are
· Socialist revolution -> linguistic revolution, put in communistic, social-leveling words
· After Khmer Rouge, no more words to put another higher, you call everyone “Comrade”
