· If you look at CA, ¼ of workforce in Silicon Valley are API. Around 43% are considered semi-skilled workers. Ethnic stratification or certain Asians in different sectors of the workforce and economy. 

· Casualization of the Worker: SEA tend to work in many vulnerable sectors. In Illinois there is a company that makes plastic cups. The company increased the working shift from 2-3 and require workers to work 10-12 hours per day and tries to limit the days they work. 

· Another arena for SEA is the meat packing industry. In Texas, to maintain profits, they reduce workers and maximize productivity. How do you do that? You forced the reduced number or workers to work harder. They speed up the chain of production. In the last two decades, the speed has doubled in terms of this chain speed. It affects safety and sanitary conditions of the food. Sanitation questions are huge. The profit margins is compromising accountability of working conditions for workers and the sanitation of the food. The companies have been fined by OSHA.
